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I t was our most ambitious and successful confer-
ence yet.  Over 350 people attended Saturday 

workshops alone for the Fifth Anniversary UGR 
History Conference at Russell Sage College the last 
weekend in February. While the majority of partici-
pants came from the Capital Region, many came 
from communities scattered throughout New York, 
Massachusetts and Vermont.  Still others came 
from as far away as Arizona, California, Colorado, 
Delaware, Iowa, Kentucky, Maryland, New Jersey, 
Ohio, Pennsylvania, and Ontario. 
   This year we added a Friday evening dinner, with 
guest speaker Professor David Blight, Director of 
the Gilder-Lehrman Center for the Study of Slav-
ery, Resistance, and Abolition at Yale University.  
To a sold out audience Blight addressed the role 
played by myth and memory in shaping our knowl-
edge of the past, especially of the Civil War and 
slavery.  The effect of such influences on our use of 

historical evidence gener-
ated a lively discussion, 
during the question and 
answer period as well as 
after the dinner. Professor 
Erica Ball of Union Col-
lege addressed the Satur-
day plenary on the net-
works of “brothers, sisters 
and revolutionaries” that 
sustained the Under-
ground Railroad as a so-
cial movement. 
   Cold and blustery 
weather cut into atten-
dance at the Saturday eve-

ning dance party led by old-time fiddler Earl 
White.  But White led the several dozen people 
gathered there through a spirited and amazing ex-
perience of mid-nineteenth century history in mu-
sic and dance. White displayed some remarkable 
fiddling and caller Gail Griffith skillfully guided 
novices through complicated and challenging 
dance steps. 
    A dozen conference participants attended Sun-
day’s religious service at Oakwood Street Presby-
terian Church, the descendent of Henry Highland 
Garnet’s Liberty Street Presbyterian Church. They, 
other conference participants, and members of the 
congregation, gathered for lunch before embarking 
on a walking tour of two of Troy’s most signifi-
cant Underground Railroad locations. Refresh-
ments following the tour provided a pleasant con-
clusion to the conference weekend.  
    As at past conferences, we asked participants to  
provide feedback on their experience. Many
